1. the proximity of the licensed premises to surrounding residential zoned area, cultural,   religious and educational facilities;

1. outcome of community consultation and the recommendation of the relevant ward;

1. the potential impact on the surrounding environment;

1. whether it is in the public interest to approve and grant an extension of trading days or hours; or

1.  a motivation from the applicant dealing with the impact of –

1. the risks to and nuisances on the surrounding community;

1. mitigation measures to assist the control of risks and  nuisances; and

1. possible benefits of extended liquor trading hours and days on the surrounding community.
